— from dining and education to recreation, health services, and a strong sense of place.
Anchored by the existing Migros supermarket along Landstraße, the area between it and the school is undergoing a 
thoughtful transformation. At its center, a new public square, Spiegelplatz, will emerge — a charming space featuring a 
playful water feature for children, shaded seating areas, and a bright open space ideal for gathering, relaxing, or simply 
enjoying the surroundings.
Nearby, a new municipal building will serve as a central hub for essential services, housing the local pharmacy, library, and 
facilities for a family doctor. This building stands opposite an area designated for smart, higher-density housing that sup-
ports a growing population while maintaining a village feel. 

The emphasis is on community living, with a focus on a"ordability and sustainable development.
The existing school playground and sports grounds are being seamlessly woven into this new urban fabric. A carefully 
designed pedestrian walkway between school buildings leads directly to Dorfplatz, the new village square. This generous, 
green public space gives absolute priority to pedestrians and cyclists, encouraging social interaction and active lifestyles.
